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Goal and objectives:
The workshop’s goal is to bring together experienced trainers and facilitators that have worked in the training and delivery of the Voices against Violence curriculum. Workshop participants will work with the planning team to create an updated ACTIVATE generic training plan and its sessions, incorporating the WAGGGS new leadership model and the step-by-step training for a national advocacy campaign. 

WAGGGS has been running ACTIVATE training events since 2012 as part of its global advocacy campaign, ‘Stop the Violence: speak out for girls’ rights’. These events train members of our Associations on gender-based violence, the Stop the Violence campaign and the Voices against Violence curriculum, which was produced in partnership with UN Women and sits within the Stop the Violence campaign. The last few years have been successful in generating interest in, and commitment to, the Stop the Violence (STV) campaign and there are now 70 Associations rolling out the campaign and curriculum. However, it is time to review the ACTIVATE trainings in order to continue to support National Associations that want to work with the Campaign and the programme. 
We are looking for people who have experience in delivering the Voices against Violence programme in their country and overall training experience in their Association. During the five-day workshop, participants will share successful practises and tools used to deliver the Voices against Violence curriculum and the Stop the Violence Campaign. Dates and Venue:

The workshop is taking place at Training Centre of the Girl Guides Association in Ghana from 6th – 10th June 2019. Accommodation will be provided from the evening of the 5th to the morning of 11th June 2019 and participants need to arrive by the 5th and depart on the 11th of March.
Criteria for applying:

Essential

· Available to be in Ghana for the Facilitators workshop from 5th  to  11th June 2019.
· Proven experience in training leaders or other trainers on the Voices against Violence curriculum nationally.
· Experience of planning a training, including the key concepts and development and provision, ideally in a diverse setting.
· Proven experience in successfully facilitating large group discussions, particularly on sensitive topics.
· A good understanding of what gender-based violence is and its root causes.
· Confidence to handle difficult conversations safely, for everyone involved.
· Ability to explore and manage opinions and beliefs you might find shocking and contrary to your own safely, for everyone involved.
· Ability to not be thrown by unexpected events/situations and still progress the learning, while also taking care of yourself. 
· Friendly, empathetic, tolerant and culturally sensitive. 
· Open-minded and willing for own views to be altered. 
· Experience with training on child protection and safeguarding. 
· Able to be part of the STV facilitators pool and support MOs when opportunities arise.
Desirable

· Ability to speak French, Spanish or Arabic fluently, or well enough to deliver a training in the language and respond safely and adequately to disclosures and queries. 
· Familiar or trained in the new WAGGGS leadership offer and the leadership mindsets.
· Experience with delivering an advocacy campaign locally or nationally. 
· Experience of training others to train. 
Other important information:
· The training will be conducted in English so all who apply need to be able to speak and work in a standard of English to discuss and contribute their input for the Stop the Violence campaign content. As a result, please complete this application form in English. 
· Sending an application does not guarantee your participation. We need to look at the chosen facilitation team as a whole to ensure we have the correct balance and mix of skills, expertise and experience.

· WAGGGS can provide full funding for successful participants. However if your National Association can cover all or partly of your participation expenses, WAGGGS would then be able to invite more participants. 
· The participation costs include flights, event fee, travel from/to the airport, meals and visa expenses. 
· If you need a visa it is your responsibility to obtain one.  Please do this as soon as your application is approved.  WAGGGS will provide you with a letter upon request to support your visa application. 

· Please be aware that there may be a small amount of preliminary reading or session planning that you will need to do before the facilitators training, to ensure everyone is at the same level before the event.
